Community Project
 

WE are paying local tradesmen to do all of the plastering and building work that needs doing before we get out there.  Gillian Norris MBE is in charge of conducting these tasks.  She runs the Ghana Education Project, a non-governmental organisation out there.

 

The school is called Krontang School.  This is a village in the town Nkwanta, part of the Volta Region.

 

Ghanaian cadets are looking out for local companies out there as we will be purchasing most of the equipment locally.  (this does not take up any time out of the 2 and a half day project)

 

We are arranging the collection of any equipment when we are in the early stages of the expedition.

 

There will be over 60 people working on the site, hence the speed.  We have completed similar projects in Ecuador and Mongolia before in this time period.  It's like Challenge Anneka!

 

We will spend two and a half days, painting anywhere that needs it, cleaning the place up and possibly building a fence around the school.

 

We will also be providing educational equipment, teaching resources, clothing and musical instruments.  All of which we hope to ship out there in a container within the next couple of weeks.

We are working with the British High Commission defence section in Ghana, the National Cadet Corps and the Ghana Education Project.

 

Reasons for not spending longer on the project
 

The jungle trek phase is there so that the cadets can fulfill the requirements of the Duke of Edinburgh Award Scheme and the Head of State Award (Ghana's equivalent).  Our cadets and the Ghanaian cadets will have never been into the jungle before.

 

We hope to gain the first Head of State Award for the cadets in the National Cadet Corps of Ghana.

 

We will be walking in the Afadjato-Agumatsa Community Forest Conservation Project Area which is sponsored by the British High Commission, hence our link.

 

The aim of the jungle phase is to climb Afadjato whilst working out more details of routes, the exact height and the location of campsites for future tourists to use.
